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D(onate) A(t) Y(our) Camp 
Matching Grant Program Rules and Eligibility

The D(onate) A(t) Y(our) Camp 1 and 2 matching grant program of the Harold Grinspoon Foundation (HGF) provides a matching challenge grant of up to $35,000 to each day camp currently affiliated with the Foundation’s JCamp180 program.  To be eligible, a camp must be and remain an active client of JCamp180 and may not be a participant in any other matching grant programs of the Harold Grinspoon Foundation.   
Eligible camps are automatically enrolled as participants in this matching grant program.  Qualified gifts received by these camps after January 1, 2013 for DAY Camp 1 participants and after January 1, 2014 for Day Camp 2 participants will be eligible to be matched.    

To be eligible for matching funds, contributions to the DAY Camp matching grant program may include gifts from individuals, families (spouse, parents, grandparents, siblings and children), family foundations or corporations.  Grants from a Jewish Federation, Jewish Community Center, from the JCC Association or for a specific funded programs are not eligible to be matched.
The use of donor gifts and HGF matching funds must be designated for projects/programs that meet the following criteria:

1.   Gifts must benefit the day camp/campers exclusively or predominantly and add value to the organization. The match program is specifically intended to improve the day camp and the day camp experience rather than the institution that houses/sponsors the day camp.
2.    Use of the gift must have sustained, long-term impact to improve the day camp/camp experience.  Facility improvements should be a priority for funds raised.
3.    Up to 50% of total gifts raised may be used for new programming or to upgrade a part-time camp director position to full time. 
4.   The camp’s HGF mentor must approve the proposed use of funds submitted for HGF match

Gifts of between $2,500 and $35,000 that are made specifically in support of the day camp and meet all other grant requirements will be matched 1:3 by The Harold Grinspoon Foundation (up to a maximum of $35,000).  Refer to the DAY Camp challenge grant brochure for additional details and examples of this matching grant program.   

The full rules and restrictions for the DAY Camp matching grant program are outlined in the DAY CAMP matching grant program brochure.  The Harold Grinspoon Foundation reserves the right to change the terms and conditions and/or terminate the DAY CAMP match program at any time.
